MEDIA INFORMATION 
- FACILITIES -

The National Palace of Culture offers all the facilities required for the media coverage of the 12th OSCE Ministerial Council. Media representatives will be provided with a media working area, 12 separate offices for radio and TV agencies /cubicles which can be reserved on the first-come, first-served basis/, IT support desk, etc. 
Throughout the forum, information will be disseminated to the media via a Closed Circuit TV, while TV monitors, covering various news channels and networks, will also be available. In addition, a web site for the 12th OSCE Ministerial Council will be launched and regularly updated with incoming information about the forum. 

The media working area at the NPC comprises over 50 desktop computers, some 80 laptop computer outlets, printing, copying and other facilities. Telephone and fax services will also be available on a prepaid system basis, while high speed Internet access will be provided at all times free of charge.

The entire compound will be a secured area. Access to the buildings will only be possible with a valid visible badge, to be issued via accreditation.
